Reading / Listening - Grade 5

Students will read a minimum of 25 books or the equivalent per year across all content areas and standards

Students will listen on a daily basis

· Examples of what 5th grade students read:
· textbooks

· reference materials: printed and electronic

· works of all genre

· Guided Reading

· Reading competencies across all reading standards:
Word Recognition
· Use decoding strategies, syntactic (grammar) cues, and semantic (meaning) cues

· self-correct

· recognize high frequency words and content vocabulary

Background Knowledge and Vocabulary Development
· Understand grade level vocabulary

· Use word structure knowledge, such as roots, prefixes, and suffixes, to determine meaning 

· Use prior knowledge to help understand ideas and vocabulary found in text
· Identify vocabulary that causes comprehension difficulties

· Use resources to determine the meaning of unfamiliar words

Comprehension Strategies
· Read a variety of texts
· Use self-monitoring strategies to construct meaning

· Initiate self-correction strategies to improve comprehension

· Use knowledge of text structure to support understanding

· Ask questions to clarify understanding
· Make connections to text
· Use prior knowledge with text information for comprehension, predictions, inferences, and drawing conclusions
· Read text and answer literal, inferential and evaluative questions

· Determine main idea and support with details

· Support a point of view with details from text

· Participate cooperatively and collaboratively in group discussions of texts

· Note and describe aspects of the writer’s craft

· Read aloud, accurately and fluently, with appropriate rate of reading, intonation, and inflection

· Demonstrate comprehension of texts through a range of responses

Motivation to Read
· Show interest in a wide range of texts, topics, and genres for reading

· Read voluntarily for a variety of purposes

· Be familiar with titles and authors of a wide range of literature

· Engage in independent silent reading for extended periods of time

· Locate and use a variety of resources to acquire information
· Use the table of contents and indexes to locate information
· Read to collect and interpret data, facts, and ideas from multiple sources

· Read the steps in a procedure in order to complete a task

· Skim material to gain an overview of content or locate specific information

· Use text features, such as headings, captions, and titles, to understand and interpret informational texts

· Recognize organizational formats to assist in comprehension of informational texts

· Identify missing information and irrelevant information

· Distinguish between fact and opinion

· Identify information that is implied rather than stated

· Compare and contrast information on one topic from multiple sources

· Recognize how new information is related to prior knowledge or experience

· Read, view, and interpret literary texts from a variety of genres

· Define characteristics of different genres

· Select literary texts on the basis of interests and read silently for enjoyment for extended periods

· Read aloud from a variety of genres using appropriate inflection and intonation

· Recognize that the same story can be told in different genres, such as novels, poems, or plays, with assistance

· Identify literary elements, such as setting, plot, and character, of different genres

· Recognize how the author uses literary devices, such as simile, metaphor, and personification, to create meaning

· Recognize how different authors treat similar themes

· Identify the ways in which characters change and develop throughout a story

· Compare characters in literature to people in own lives

· Use established criteria to analyze the quality of information in text

· Identify different perspectives in texts/social, cultural, ethnic, and historical on an issue presented in one or more than one text
