One component of a responsive school is the use of responsive
language when we talk to children. We should hear phrases like:
Thank you foré., | appreciate tha
me how weé, Show me the wayé

These are types of all encouraging language. It reinforces appro-
priate behaviors and gives a positive acknowledgement. It also de-
scribes the personds action rathe
student get closer to doing what we want. It also avoids a personal
judgmentimeani ng that it doesndt say
him because of what he is doing. It is not personal in that way.

Responsive language is empowering language. It reminds students
when they start to get off track and helps to redirect them. Itis
clear and simple and direct. It gives the student the opportunity to
follow through with the appropriate behavior. It turns expectations
into actions. And finally, it always affirms our faith in the student's
ability to show self -control.

When adults use responsive language with children it tells children
that we understand the importance of change. It says we are making
a commitment to change. It tells students that we are aware of the
use of unwanted language.

The use of Responsive language is only one component of a respon-
sive school but it is a very important component.

He would
weigh them and mulriply their weight by
the cost per pound (2 lb. x 49 cents =
98 cents) to get the total cost.

ing by 10s—but start at a number
that doesn't end in zero, For instance,
begin at 787 and count by 10s (787,
797, 807}, Try other numbers, too.

| Examples: Count by 3s, starting at 52
| (52, 55, 58), or by 3s, starting at 92
